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APPLICATION FOR AFFILIATION: DRESSAGE

A show holding body that wishes to affiliate and run dressage shows must:

1. Provide a flat and level warm-up area of not less than 60m by 20m.  The warm-up area/arena must be equitable with the dressage arena, allowing for easy and safe going without stones or any other harmful objects.

2. Have adequate parking, catering and ablution facilities.

The completed Inspection Report must be forwarded to the Gauteng Dressage Council for appraisal and approval/rejection. 

Dressage Arena Specifications.

As per the DSA Rule book
Dressage Arena: Letters/Markers 

The arena markers or letters should be approximately 0.5 to 1 metre outside the arena surround and must be clearly visible to competitors irrespective of the direction in which they are approached.

For a 60 by 20m arena, it is recommended that the points D,L,X,I,G are marked on the markers F&K, P&V, B&E, R&S, M&H; for a small arena (40m by 20m), it is recommended that the points D,X,G are marked on the markers F&K, B&E, M&H respectively. And should be written in smaller lettering beneath the respective main marker.
